OR Registered breed tattoo or microchip
accompanied by breed registration papers (must be presented with
registration) or if on line, downloaded with registration on June
1st.

*If you are registering with a microchip number, you must provide
your own scanner during the week of the fair if needed.

Market Ear Tags in by: June 5,2025

All market goats (including back-ups) must be brought to
the fairgrounds for tagging on June 4" or 5" from 5:00-

have ear tag in place by June 5%. Photos of all market
animals will also be taken at time of tagging.

All does in breed classes must be entered in what they
most closely represent.
