Dogs must be leashed and under control

HIGH POINT RULES

Prizes to the top finisher of the following divisions
WIT 13 & under / W/T 14 & over / 13 & under / 14 & over / 13 & under gaming /14 & over gaming

Points will be counted across all shows in the series
Sweepstakes and open classes are not eligible for High Point consideration
High Point calculations are based on each horse/rider combo - a rider cannot show multiple horses for one high point entry
(you must enter with each individual horse and points will be calculated separately)

All high point contenders must first pay their $10 fee prior to tracking points
-only points earned AFTER this fee has been paid will count toward hight point-

In case of a tie, the rider with the most 1st places will break the tie; if this is a tie, a horse knowledge question will be asked by the judge
